RESOLUTION 0203-2

Creation of a History Channel Documentary Promoting CAP

Introduced: August 24, 2002

PURPOSE:

It is Civil Air Patrol’s ongoing goal to increase recruiting, especially among the intelligent and challenge-seeking youths of America, and

WHEREAS:
The History Channel is an educational network whose main young adult audience tends to be the more motivated and intelligent sector of the nation’s youth, and

WHEREAS:
The History Channel has the capacity to bring a good light on the Civil Air Patrol Cadet Program in such areas as encampment, orientation flights, drill team and color guard competitions, special activities, and the International Air Cadet Exchange (IACE), and

WHEREAS:
The cost of such a venture would be minimal with respect to the overall outcome, and

THEREFORE: Be it resolved that we, the members of the Louisiana Wing Cadet Advisory Council, for the benefit of increasing CAP membership and bettering the Cadet Program, do recommend that the Civil Air Patrol coordinate with the producers of the History Channel, and promote through visual programming the history, activities, and events of the Civil Air Patrol from the very beginning in December 1941 to the present.
